
  

Fall Rendezvous 
Packing Checklist 

(Naval Base Ventura County, Port Hueneme) 
 
 
Be sure your name is marked on all your clothing ! 
 

 

Dress Uniform (to be packed in your Mariner garment bag) 
 Dress shoes 
 Skirt/pants 
 Dress blouse/shirt (with patches correctly sewn on) 
 Khaki uniform belt  
 Suntan colored nylons (Females) or Black Socks (Males) (Very important for uniform inspection) 
 White turtleneck 
 

Work Uniform 

 Two Mariner t-shirts 
 Hooded Mariner sweatshirt 
 Jeans (light blue colored preferred) 
 Tennis shoes (white preferred) 
 Belt (same as above) 
 White socks 
 Swimming suit (VERY IMPORTANT –all member are required to swim) 
 

Other Things 
 Bring a wristwatch (No, really!) 
 Something comfortable to wear for the bus trip home from Port Hueneme 
 Clean clothes for “free time” (optional) 
 Appropriate dance attire. Don’t embarrass the Skipper or yourself. 

 Bring extra warm clothes and a rain jacket if you have one. 
 Tooth brush, Shaving kit, (if needed), and other personal toiletries. 
 Sunscreen 
 Towel (recommend you bring 2 so that one can dry while you use the other) 
 NO STEREOS !  Only IPOD type electronic devices (with headphones) allowed on the bus. 

 You might want to bring homework stuff to do during the 2½ hour bus trip. You might also bring 
other reading material, playing cards, or a Gameboy, etc. But DON’T over-do-it! Avoid TOO MUCH 
STUFF ! ! ! 

 Money!  You will want to bring money to buy breakfast or lunch at a fast food restaurant on the way 
to and from Port Hueneme. 

 Sleeping bag, pillow, (if you like), and maybe an extra blanket…* 
 

And, IF WE ARE in TENTS, you must also bring: 

 A Flashlight!  This is MANDATORY ! (You will NEED this in your tent at night.) 

 Along with your sleeping bag, bring a foam pad, or something to put under you while sleeping.  We 

sleep in tents on the COLD ground. * 
 

 

Remember, you have to carry this stuff to and from the bus. 

Pack well, bring what you need/want, but DON’T over-do-it !  

Avoid TOO MUCH STUFF ! ! !
